Chair, Jean Berry, opened the public hearing at 6:45 pm.
Patrick Ahearn, architect of Carl and Sue Bell’s project at 39 Cottage Street, introduced the proposal to phase the construction of the garage/cabana structure.  The Commission granted a Certificate of Appropriateness on April 4, 2010 for the structure shown in the following plans, prepared by Ahearn Schopfer Associates, September 7, 2010:

· Proposed North Elevation, Phase I and Phase II

· Proposed East Elevation at Cottage Street, Phase I and Phase II

· Proposed South Elevation, Phase I and Phase II

· Proposed Interim West Elevation, Phase I and Phase II

Mr. Ahearn presented the plans listed above to the Commission at this meeting.  He explained that the Bells wish to ultimately construct the structure as previously approved, but in two phases.  He stated that the Cottage Street façade will not change but the other elevations will be different than previously approved until Phase II is completed.  

The Commission discussed the expiration of the Certificate of Appropriateness and felt that it could extend the Certificate for one year.  The Commission asked why the Bells withdrew from the LHR process.  Ms. Bell and Mr. Ahearn explained that the reason was for a combination of financial and time constraints.  Ms. McCarthy asked if the fences will remain the same as previously approved.  Mr. Ahearn stated that there will be no change to the fences.  The Commission unanimously accepted a motion to approve Phase I as shown in the plans listed above.  The Commission unanimously accepted a separate motion to extend the Certificate of Appropriateness issued April 4, 2010 for a period of one (1) year, to expire October 4, 2011.
