Chair Berry opened the public hearing at 6:50 pm.
Ms. Abeles cautioned Mr. Parsons and the HDC to be aware that there might be changes made to the plans approved by the HDC at 15 Cottage Street.

Ms. Berry asked Mr. Parsons to supervise the construction and make the owners aware that they are obligated to build according to the plans approved by the HDC.

11 Cottage Street

Ms. Abeles presented a revised plan (Plan Sheet A-8, Rear Elevation - Abeles-Cohen Residence, Exterior Elevation/Roof Deck Addition w/ clouded trim and light- Plan A and B, prepared by Abeles & Associates, dated 6/13/11 & revised 7/8/11, 7/19/11), which showed a new door trim and lantern. 

She stated that she realized the door frame should extend up to the horizontal band of trim on the rear elevation.  She also stated that she would like to move the lantern to a location centered above the door.  She stated that she felt like the trim previously appeared to be floating while the adjacent windows appeared to be hanging from the horizontal trim band.  

Ms. McCarthy asked how other doors on the house appeared.  Ms. Abeles stated that the doors on the ground level are under a roof and within a porch, therefore it wasn’t appropriate to make any comparison.

Mr. Smith asked if there is a beam behind the space above the door.  

Ms. Abeles stated that there is a beam.  Ms. Abeles drew a diagram of an alternative that she had considered, where there is a backer-board upon which the lantern would be mounted, creating a slightly different effect.

Ms. Berry asked if the HDC would approve the alternative as well.  

Ms. McCarthy made a motion approving the revised door trim detail and lantern presented on the above mentioned plan, with either option A or B, based on the finding that the revision is consistent with the previously issued Certificate of Appropriateness.  Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  The HDC unanimously approved the motion 4 to 0.
18 Abbott Street appeal
The HDC discussed the attempted appeal by Mr. Whittet of the Certificate of Occupancy issued for 18 Abbott Street.  Mr. Parsons explained that the Zoning Bylaw only allows aggrieved applicants to appeal to the Metropolitan Area Planning Council, not other aggrieved persons.
