Chair Berry opened the public hearing at 6:45 pm.
47 Cottage Street
Mark Salvatore, owner of 47 Cottage Street, presented an application for a Certificate of Appropriateness to replace the windows on the house at this property.  Mr. Salvatore described the proposed Pella windows.  He stated that the pane configuration would change from twelve over twelve to six over six.  He stated the trim would match the existing trim.  He stated that he could install all wood windows or wood windows with an aluminum clad.  He stated that his preference was for the aluminum clad windows.

Mr. Smith stated that he preferred the six over six pane configuration.  He also stated that as a homeowner he preferred the aluminum clad windows.

Mr. Salvatore stated that the wood trim would remain.

Ms. Berry asked if the casements would be replaced. 

Mr. Salvatore stated that he would replace the trim on the casement windows.

Ms. Berry asked the Commission how it felt about approving aluminum clad windows.

Ms. McCarthy asked if the clad could be painted over.

Mr. Salvatore stated that it could be painted over.

Mr. Giangrasso, Ms. McCarthy and Ms. Berry stated that they would approve the aluminum clad windows.  

Mr. Giangrasso added that he was ambivalent about the material.  

Ms. McCarthy stated that she agreed with Mr. Giangrasso.  She noted that the house is not historic, that it was constructed in 1950.
Ms. Berry stated that she would approve the aluminum clad windows.

Mr. Smith moved to approve the windows with an aluminum clad and with real mullions in a six over six pane configuration.  Mr. Giangrasso seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously (4-0).
26 Weston Road
Mr. and Mrs. Coakley returned to present a refined application.  At the previous meeting the Commission asked the Coakleys for additional information and for a drawing with greater detail.
Ms. Berry asked the Coakleys if they preferred to keep the two new windows as presented or move them closer to the new door.

Mr. Coakley explained that the windows were located to provide clearance for the door inside.  He stated that they decided to install new wood windows and a new wood door.  He added that the cedar clapboard shingles will match the existing cedar clapboard shingles exactly.

Ms. Coakley presented a detail of the proposed light fixture.

Mr. Giangrasso moved to approve the plan dated 10-13-11, with wood windows and wood door and with the details presented and with cedar siding to match the existing siding.  Mr. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously (4-0).
