Additional Findings:

The Wellesley Wetlands Protection Committee finds that the proposed project and long and short-term
mitigation measures czn be conditioned to protect the Interests of the Massachusetis Wetlands Protection
Act and Wellesley Wetlands Bylaw. As such; in addition the General Conditions of the Order, the project
must comply with the following Special Conditions to protect the Interests of both the Act and Bylaw:

Special Conditions:

GENERAL:

1. Except whete modified by the following Eondiﬁons all work shall be performed in accordance with the -
plans and the Notice of Intent referenced above, Where a conﬂict exists berween the referenced plans and -
these Conditions; the Conditions will govern,

2. The Weﬂesley Wedands Protection Committee reserves the i:ight to enter upon the premises to inspect
the wotk for compliance with the Order of Conditions.

3. If the Applicant intends to make any change in the wotk permitted hereunder, the Applicant must submit
a written request to the Committee with plans or description that reflect the proposed changes: Upon
review of said request, the Comumittee may tequire the Applicant to submit a request for amendment to
the Order of Conditions. No changes may be made before said written request has been reviewed and.”
approved by the Committee. Chanjges needing approval include (but are not litnited to) additional decks,
patios, and landscaped areas, changes in clevation of structures, alteration of vegetation, alteration of .
approved construction sequence, zegradmg, and all other alterations within resource areas and buffer

5. The Comrmttee resetves the tight to ammd Ebls Order of Condmons after a legally advertised pubhc
hearing if plans or circumstances are changed or if new conditions or information so warrant.

6. The term “applicant” as used in this Order of Conditions shall refer to the owner, any successorin
interest or successor in control of the praperty referenced in the Notice of Intent, supporting
‘documentation and this Otder. The Committee shall be notified in writing within 30 days of all transfers
of dtle-of any portion of the property that take place prior to the fssuance of the Certtﬁcate of
Compliance. - :

7. Copies of all documents pertaining to the remediation of contamination at the site within buffer zones
and Riverfront Area shall be submitted to the Wetdands Protection Committee for review.

8 The Long-Term Stormwater Meanagement Operation and Maintenance Plan (O & M Plan) shall be
revised and submitted to the Committee for review and approval. The O & M Plan shall, at 2 minimum,

be revised to include:

g) Stormwater management system(s) ownets;
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b} The party or parties responsible for operation and maintenance, including how future
property ownets will be notified of the presence of the stormwater management system and
the requirement for proper operation and maintenance;

d) The location of snow stockpile areas;
e} A description and delineation of public safety features; and

"9, This project will disturb more than 1 acte of land therefore a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan
. (SWPPP) will be requited. The SWPPP shall be submitted to the Wetland Frotection Cotnmittee for

review priot to construction. The SWPPP shall include the follow additional items:

a. Provide 24 hour emergency contact information of responsible pa::ty to impletnent and
maintain SWPPP;

b. Evidence that a NOI has been filed with EPA,;

¢. Good housekee’ping BMPs;

d. Al construction vehicles shall be restricted to exit the site via a crushed stone tracking pad/
driveway;

e. Indicate locations of potential stockpile areas and inchude associated erosion controls on
plans;

£ Plans indicate that the infiltradon basin is not to be vsed as a sedimentation basin during
construction. Runoff from the entire site flows toward wetland rescurces. Accommmodations
(sedimentation trenches or basins) should be provided to protect wetlands where sheet flows
will be concentrated during construction;

10. The applicant shall obtain all permits, variances and apprbvals required by local bylaw in accordance with
310 CMR. 10.05(4)(e).

¢)  Review by the Massachusetts NHESP for any projects within estimated aﬂd/ or priozity habxtat
and any permits of approvals identified by the program;

d)  Review by the local planning boards, boards of health, zoning boards and building 1nspector5

Conditions 12 — 23 are specifically for work assosiared with the remediavion of contamination at the project site. The remaining
 conditions are for akl work associated with the redevelopment of the site.

The applicant shall submit an erosion and sediment control plan for work associated with the remediation
of contaminated materials at the site to the Committee for review and approval. Said plan shall be signed
and stamped by the project engineer. The Committee and/or Conservation Administrator must approve
of the erosion and sediment control plan prior to implementation.

The applicant shall submit a dewatering plan for wotk associated with the remediation of contaminated
materials at the site to the Committee for review and approval. Said plan shall be signed and stamped by
the project engineer or licensed site professional. The Committee and/or Conservation Administrator
must approve of the dewatering plan prior to.any contamination remediation work commencing.

The applicant shall submit, in wtiting, the names and contact information of the petson(s) responsible at

all times for compliance with this Order for work associated with contamination remediation. Such
parties shall consist of the contractor, project engineer, wetlands specialist, etc.

The applicant shall install the MA DEP sign for the préject as required by General Condition 9 of this
Order. '

The applicant shall arrange for a preconstruction site meeting with the Committee and/or Conservation
Administrator ta review the Ozder and to ensure that all preconstruction conditions pertaining to the
work associated with the remediation of contamination have been satisfied. :

All “Preconstruction” conditions of the Order pertaining to the contamination remediation shall be
satisfied prior to the start of remediation. : -

All work associated with the remediation of contaminated materials at the site shall be done in accordance
with the MCP and under the direction of 2 Licensed Site Professional (L3P).

All work associated with the remediation of contaminated soils and removal of petroleum storage tanks.
shall be completed in accordance with the Massachusetts Contingency Plan (MCP), If additional
contamination is discovered during work on this project, the project LSP in coordination with MA DEP
shall assess the matter and develop additional remediation measures to undertake in accordance with the
MCP. If any work beyond what is specified in the existng RAM plan (within buffer zones and Riverfront
Area) is found to be necessary to remediate contamination, the applicant shall contact the Committee or
its Administrator to review the new proposed scope of work and determine if this Order of Conditions
must be amended to permit the additional work within buffer zones and wetlands resource areas.

. Applicant’s LSP shall coordinate closely with MA DEP regarding the total amount of soil approved for

excavation under the RAM Plan.

. Excavation for site cleanup within resource areas shall not proceed beyond that necessary to achieve a

condition of no significant risk 2s defined in the MCP.

If contamination is found in the vicinity of the proposed stormwater infiliration basin, the applicant shall
inform the Committee and develop plans for stormwater that will not exacerbate the contamination issues

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at the site. Said plans shall be developed by the project LSP and engineers and shall be reviewed and
approved by the Committee prior to installation.

Upon completion of the remediation activities, the LSP shall submit 2 written report the Committee
documenting the outcome of the work,

Erosion controls shall be installed at the site in accordance with the plans epproved by this Ordez. If hay
bales and silt fcnéing are used 25 erosion controls — hay bales shall be entrenched 4-inches in the ground
and double staked — silt fencing shall be entrenched a minimum of 4-inches in the ground. Silt sacks (not
filter fabric) shall be installed in all catch basins located adjacent to the site that may receive stormwatet
runoff from the site,

The a_pp]icant shall submit, in writing, the names and contact information of the person(s) responsible at
all times for compliance with this Order and for maintenance of erosion and sedimentation controls. Such
parties shall consist of the contractor, project engineer, wetiands specialist, etc.

The applicant shall designate an ates on-site for snow storage znd submit a single-page site-plan
ilustrating this location. Snowmelt from this area must be able to flow unrestricted into the on-site
drainage system.

The applicant shall submit an invasive plant species managerment plan for the short and long term control
of invasive plant species on the property. This plan shall note the locatons of established stands of
invasive plants {on 2 plan/map) and prescribe initial removal methods and long-term management
strategies. This plan shall be reviewed and approved by the Committee prior to construction.

After erosion controls and the MA DEP sign have been installed and prior to the start of construction,
the applicant shall request the Comurmittee and/or its Administrator to conduct & pre-construction site
reeting. The applicant’s contractor, wetlands specialist and project engineer shall attend this site meeting,
The purpose of this meeting shall be to designate locations at the site appropriate for vehicle fueling and
tnaintenance and for the stockpiling of materials (f necessaty), to ensure all preconsttuction conditions
have been fulfilled and to review this Order of Conditions with all parties responsible for maintaining
compliance with the Order during construction,

All “Preconstruction” conditions of the Order shall be satisfied prior.to the start of construction, The L
Committee may grant a waiver from this conditon if/when a request has been made by the applicant in
writing and unique circumstances watrant such a waivet,

A copy of the above-referenced plans and this Order of Conditions must be provided to the Contractor
prior to the commencement of work and must be available at all times at the construction site for
reference. A copy of the Order and approved plans shall be kept on-site at all times during construction.

No work, disturbance, or alteration may occur on the Resource Area side of the erosion control bartier,

which will also serve as a limit of work. No heavy equipmernt may operate beyond the limit of work at any
time. No construction materials, stockpiied soil or fill, debris, brush, leaves, or other matetials may be

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placed beyond the litnit of work The only work permitted on the Resource Azea side of the erosion
control barrier shall be for the hand-removal of trash and debrls

32. No plants listed on the 1atest Massachusetts Department of Agricultural Resousces Prohibited Plant List
may be brought onto or planted anywhere on the property.

33. Compensatory flood stotage shall be constructed priot to any filling of land subject to flooding,

34. Surface debris (car parts, construction debis, oil cans, filters, trash, etc) in BVW and buffer zones shali be
removed by hand carefully so as not to distatb existing vegetation. :

35. Invasive plant specieé in BVW and buffer zone shall be removed/ managed in accordance with the
approved invasive species management plan.

36. The applicants must keep at least 50 feet of extra silt fence or 15 extra hay bales on site in case thete is a
need for immediate tepair of erosion controls or if sediment is found to be leaving the site atany locatlon

37. The applicants must remove all silt caught by haybales and siltation fence at least once every two weeks
and whenever the silt collects to & height greatet than 1/2 the height of the barrier in any location. The
applicant must immediately report to the Committee any sediment that goes beyond the erosion control

~ line. The applicant must take whatever steps necessary to prevent further damage to the resource area,
and must then submit to the Committee a plan for remediation and/ ot restoration, :

38. Silt sacks shall be emptied at least once every two weeks and whenever s1lt and debris has collected to a

: level that is affecnng ‘the functionality of the silt sack and/or catch basin, Silt sacks shall be rnamtamed n
good working order and must be repaired or replaced when damaged.

39. If dewatering is necessary for construction, the Applicant must submit 2 plan to the Wetlands Protection
Committee identifying how dewatering will be accomplished, where water will be discharged, and what
mcasures will be.used to protect adjacent resource areas. No dewatering is allowed until the ’

Compmittee or its Administrator has reviewed and approved said dewatering plan. No dewateting
may. proceed until the Committee or its Adrmmsr_rator has inspected and approved the installation of the
dewatering controls.

40. There shall be no stockpiling of soil, sand or szmﬂar unconsohdated material within the 100-foot B;.lffer
Zone of wetlands unless otherwise authotized by these Conditidns, by the Committee, ot by the
Administrator. Any stockpile of soil, sand, or similar matetials that may be permitted within a buffer zone
or Resource Area, must be enclosed within an erosion control battier. In the event that all earthwork
ceases for more than 30 days, all exposed soils must be stabilized with a temporary vegetative cover,
straw mulch, or other method of erosion control accepted by the Wetlands Protection Committee.

41, No fueling, maintenance or other servicing of vehicles shall be allowed within wetland Buffer Zones

and/or Riverfront Areas unless otherwise authorized by these Conditions, by the Commitiee or by the.

Administratot.

42. No construction materials, debris, brush, leaves or other materials shall be deposited within the Resoutce
Areas or down gradient of the limit of work.

At the end of each workday, the applicant ot conitractor shall mechanically sweep ot manually sweep
sediments from the adjacent streets, unless tracking 2nd sediment is not evident on the streets.

Following the completion of construction and grading, all exposed soils within resource areas, and buffes
zones must be stabilized with 2 permanent vegetative cover. Bark mulch or wood mulch will not be
considered to provide 2 permanent stabilizatioh on slopes with a gradient steeper than 3:1,

The Committee resecves the right to impose additional conditions on portions of this project to mitigate
any impacts which could result from site erosion, or any noticeable degradation of surface water quality

POST CONSTRUCTION:

The Applicasit must submit a request for a Certificate of Complianee on WPA Form 8A following the
compieuon of construction and stabilization. An As-Built plan showing all structures and grading, the 1:1
wetland mitigation area established in accordance with 10.58(5)(f and h) end plantings, signed and
stamped by a Professional Engineer, Registered Land Surveyor or Registered Landscape Architect must
be submitted to the Commission at the time 2 Certificate of Compliance is requested. Two full-size
copies of the As-built plan and a single 8 4™ x 117 copy of the plan shall be submitted with the

-Certificate of Compliance request. A certificate signed by a registered professional engineer, surveyor ot

landscape architect stating that all work has been completed strictly in accordance with the Order of
Conditions shall accompany this plan. If such work has not been so completed, said cextificate must
describe in detail any deviations from the plans as approved by the Committee.

The Committee shall require two (2) full growing seasons to determine that the wetland mitigation
plantings, compensatory flood storage area plantings and stormwater detention basin plantings have
successfully established, and may require replanting in case of significant falure; the Committee will not
consider issuing 2 Certificate of Cornpliance until two full growing seasons have elapsed. During this 2-
year period the applicant/property owner shall submit 2 Teport from a qualified consultant (wetlands
scientist, landscape architect, etc.) at the end of each growing season describing the condition of the
plantings following installation. In'addition, the consultant shall prepare a final report on plantings as part

- of the request for a-Certificate of Compliance. The Commmitiee shall consider “successful establishment”

of the plantings to mean that at least 75% of plantings have survived and ate in good health and that the
planting area is free of invasive plant species. “Significant fafluze™ shalt be considered 25% failure of
plantings and/or the colonization of the planting area by invasive plant species. Plantings that have
“failed” are those that have died, are in poor health or otherwise have failed to successfully establish.

Upon completion of the project, excess material including but not limited to soil, cut vegetation or other
landscape debris generated from work associated with this project sha}l be removed from the site and
disposed of in a legal fashion.

With the approval of the Committee or Administratos, erosion controls may be removed from the site
when the surface is permanently stabilized. These must be removed befote the issuance of a Certificate
of Comphance,

The applicant shall install signage at the site 1o designate the snow storage area.

There shall be no sedimentation into wetlands or water bodies from discharge pipes or surface runoff
leaving the site.

Wetlands or wetland buffers located on this property are subject to the Massachusetts Wetlands
Protection Act (MGL Ch. 131, s. 40) and the Wellesley Wetlands Bylaw. Other than in the course of
maintaining landscaping, detention basins and flood compensatory storage arca, any work within a
wetland resource atea or adjacent buffer zones that might fill, excavate, or otherwise alter that atea
requires approval by the Wellesley Wetlands Protection Committee, in accordance with the Act and
Bylaw. This Condition is ongoing and does aot expire with the expiration of the Order of Conditions or
the issuance or a Certificate of Compliance.

Fertilization of lawn and landscaped ateas are 2 significent squrce of excess autrient loading in-
dawnstream water bodies. No fertilization of any wetland resource atea is alfowed. Only organic
fertilizers may be vsed on Jawn and landscaped areas within wetlands buffer zones and the
Riverfront Area, This Conditionis ongoing and does not expire with the expiration of the Order '
of Conditions or the issuance ot a Certificate of Compliance. ' '

No synthetic pesticides or herbicides may be applied within the Riverfront Area and wetlands. -
buffer zores. This Condition is ongping and does not expire with the expiration of the Order of
Conditionis or the issuance or a Certificate of Compliance.

Only calcium-based deicing chemicals may be used on surfaces where runoff ot drainage will discharge
into wetland resource areas. Note: The entire propesty deains to wetlands resource areas. This Condition
is ongoing and does not expire with the expiration of the Order of Conditions or the issuance or a '

Certificate of Compliance.

Snow shall be stockpiled only within the limits of the designated snow storage area. At no time shall
suow be stored elsewhere on the site. If/when the designated snow storage area is filled to capacity,
excess snow shall be removed from the site and disposed of in a legal fashion. The snow stozage area sign
shall be maintained in its designated location in perpetuity. Snow removal contractors shall be made
aware of the conditions of this Order governing snow and ice management. -

Tnvasive plant species in the Riverfront Area, BYW and buffer zone shall be managed in accordance with
the approved invasive species management plan. This condition'is ongoing and does not expire with the

expiration of this Qrder or the issuance of 2 _Certiﬂéa;g of Compliance.

A Continuing Condition shall be included in the Certificate of Compliancé for this project Iﬁrohibiﬂng

further alteration the 1:1 mitigation atea under 10.58(5)(f), except as may be required to allow easement

access and to maintain the area in its restored or mitigated condition, The 8 A 11 copy of the As-
built plan showing the 1:1 mitigation area required per Condition 46 shall be attached to the Certificate of
Compliance and recorded at the Registry of Deeds with the Certificate. ‘
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
