Department of Public Works

General
1.) The applicant will comply with all Building and Fire Department standards for
ledge removal.
2.) The location of the existing Septic Cesspool has been added to the plan and will
be pumped and properly filled according to Title V regulations.

Traffic & Transportation
1.) No comment necessary.

3.) The sidewalk in front of the site will be repaired if damaged during construction,
it will be maintained during construction.

Stormwater

1.) We have revised the calculations based on new Townhome building footprints,
the results can be seen in the drainage calculation report. There will be no
detrimental effects to the Town’s drain system. (Stone surrounding the
infiltration systems was added to offset the added impervious area.)

2.) There will be an increase in impervious area on the property, this increase in
area will be mitigated by the addition of six underground infiltration systems tied
to roof leaders of the proposed buildings.

3.) The mottling for test pit TP#5 should read “Not Found,” this was corrected on
the plans.

4.) The infiltration chambers have been adjusted on the plans for a minimum 10
foot setback from the property line and buildings.

5.) The drainage calculations have been revised using the actual elevations as
indicated on the plans.



1.) The plans have been revised to show a proposed 4” cement lined ductile iron
pipe to distribute water to the six townhomes.

2.) Fire service will be 2” to the proposed Townhomes and will be split inside of the
unit for a 1-inch domestic connection as per Capital Group Properties. Gate
valves for each Townhome unit will be outside the building. The plans have
been updated.

3.) Please see sprinkler service demand as provided by Capital Group Properties.
The results of testing by The Fire Testing Company are attached.
