The house involved is located within a 3ingle Resldence
Tistrict requiring e minimum 1ot srec of 15,000 square feel, It is approxi-
mately sighty years old and contains seventeen rooms, Six rocms on the Tirst
floor, six rooms on the second floor snd five on the third floor,

Since 195L, the Zoning Board of Appesls has granted permission,
to former owners of the property, to use the houge &5 & two-family dwelling,
under permits granted for one yeer and five-year periods.

The petitioners, who purchssed the property on September 1,
1977, now seek 2 varience which will sllow them to continue to use the
house as 2 two-femily dwelling as it has been in the past.

Tt wes explained al the hesrlng thet sinece purchasing the
property, the petitiocners have used the income from the apartment %o make
necessary improvements and to help wi th the expense of maintaining and
operating the dwelling, It was necessary to upgrade the wiring throughoub
the spsrtment as well as some plunbing; structursal improvements, roof repairs,
and general improvements throughout the house, It was further stated that
the income from the epartme Azﬁthbqlsfiégfii ray @ substantiel amount of
the heating expense and withou e'ine the apartment, the dwelling
as a whole would undoubtedly have deteriggg;ed and ultimately become a detri-
ment to the neighborhood.

Deeision

Tt is the unanimous opinion of this Authority that the cire-
cumstances in this case have not changed substantially and that undue
hardship to the property will result if this request is not granted. The
house which comtains seventeen rooms cen no longer be used or adapted at
a reasonable expense and with a falr financisl retumn as & sibgle~family
dwelling. The change of amership will not alter the circumstances in this
case sufficiently to compel its use to be reduced to a pne-fanily dwekling,
which is the only sllowable use of the property without a variance., In
195 the Board of Appesl found that the house at that time was equipped
with three kitchens and as far back as 192L, it had been used for occupancy
by more than one family execept for a few years just prior to the property
being purchased in 1954 This Authority feels that the continued NoOne-COns
forming use will not substantially reduce the velue of any property witiin
the district and will not otherwise be injurious, obnuxious or offensive
to the neighborhood.

on October 7, 1977, this Authority granted a variance to the
former owner of the property to contimue vo use the dwelling involved as
8 two-family residence for a term of one year.

For these reasons, the Authority feels that desirable relief
mey be granted without substantia) detriment to the public good and without
aullifying or substantielly derogating from the intent or purpose of the
Zoning By-law,.

Accordingly, the Authority grants the requesied variance,
gubject to the following eonditions:

1, That the house shall be cceupied by not
move ‘than two families, each consisting
of & group comprising immediate kindred
especially the group formed of paréents
and children and implies father, mothey,
and immediate blood relatives.

2, That facilities for off-street pariing
shall be provided for the tenants of the
propertys and shall be used by the tenauds.

3, That this permit shall be for a term of one
year from the date of this deolsion, or uatil
this Board shall find that there has been a
breach of sny one or more of the conditions
under which it is issued, whichever shall first
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
