OF THE 126th ANNUAL TOWN MEETING

March 27, 2006

In pursuance of a Warrant dated January 17, 2006, the duly elected Town Meeting Members proceeded as follows:


The 126th Annual Town Meeting was called to order by the Moderator, Heather B. Sawitsky, at 7:40 P.M.  The Moderator declared a quorum present.


Reverend Thomas Powers, of St. John the Evangelist Church, Wellesley, offered the invocation.  


Representatives of the Wellesley Veterans’ Council presented the colors to the meeting.


The Middle School Jazz Band, under the direction of Mr. Henry Platt, played the "Star Spangled Banner".


Harriet Warshaw, Chairman of the Board of Selectmen, led the meeting in a salute to the flag.


The Moderator informed the Town Meeting Members that the General Laws require that all members be sworn to the faithful performance of their duties.  Kathleen F. Nagle, Town Clerk, administered the oath to the Town Meeting Members elected at the March 7, 2006 Annual Town Election. 


Ms. Nagle announced the appointment and election of members subsequent to the Annual Town Election as follows: 

1. due to a tie vote in the annual election, the Town Meeting Members of Precinct G met prior to the Annual Town Meeting and elected Fredrick Schaller, Jr. and Joan Cody to three year terms; 

2. due to the relocation of two members from Precinct D, Peter Mongeau and John Staniunas were appointed to one year terms by the Town Clerk.


The Town Clerk, Kathleen F. Nagle, read the Officer’s Return of the Service of the Warrant. 


 The meeting was held under the provisions of Chapter 202 of the Acts of 1932 as amended.  The checklist of Town Meeting Members showed there were 220 members present.  Only 121 were needed for a quorum.


The duly elected Town Meeting Members were segregated from the other voters of the Town by occupying assigned rows in the auditorium, and were in the charge of a detail of police.  Entrance to the enclosure was through one door, and each Town Meeting Member was checked from the official list of members before being admitted to the enclosure.

Berdell, WPS Business Manager; Missy Ryan, Boston Globe; Barbara Lehman, Wellesley Townsman.


The following tellers were appointed by the Moderator to assist in counting a standing vote or a ballot vote: Head Teller, Robert White, assisted by Christine Olaksen, Jean Childs, Sandy Avellone, Paul Criswell, Ed Donahue, and Pam Kubbins.


The Moderator expressed appreciation to the attendance checkers for the Annual Town Meeting: Paul Carter, George Sarafian, James Corscadden, and Harold Fennessey.


The Moderator explained the rules and regulations of the Town Meeting and the power and duties of the Moderator in connection with the conduct of the meeting.


The Moderator announced the dates of the Town Meeting:  March 27, 28, April 3, 4, April 10, 11, no meeting April 17, 18 and resume if needed April 24, 25.


The Moderator stated that to her knowledge no motions would be offered under Articles 1, 2, 3, 6, 9, 19, 22, 26, 28, 31, 33, 36, 40, 41, 43-48, and 51.  Article 13 is to be considered with Articles 20 and 21 and Article 39 will be taken up prior to Article 16.


The Moderator informed the meeting that unless objections were raised, the meeting would dispense with the reading of the Warrant. No objections were raised and the meeting proceeded.


The Moderator entertained the following resolution offered by Joan Gaughan, Precinct E,  Natural Resources Commission, in memory of the passing of Richard Gleason to wit:

RESOLUTION IN MEMORY OF RICHARD GLEASON

WHEREAS:    With the death of Richard J. Gleason on September 4, 2005, the Town of Wellesley has lost one of the community’s most dedicated environmental leaders and hard working volunteers.

WHEREAS: 
Dick served the Town of Wellesley with distinction since 1977, serving as a Town Meeting Member for over 28 years until his death. Dick served on the Town’s Advisory Subcommittee for Public Works from 1977-1980, on the Board of Public Works from 1984 –1994, and on the Natural Resources Commission from 1994 – 2003, with three years as its Chairman.

WHEREAS:
During Dick’s many years of commitment to the Town he oversaw several initiatives including improvements to the Town’s Recycling Program and extensive investment by the Town in planting public shade trees. Dick’s strong commitment to protecting and preserving open space included the acquisition of 119 Cliff Road, as well as encouraging Town residents to reduce pesticide use to protect residents’ health.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this Town Meeting, acting on behalf of all the citizens of Wellesley, expresses sorrow at Dick’s passing and appreciation for his dedication to the Town, its environment and its citizens and further that the Town Clerk be instructed to record this RESOLUTION in the minutes of this Town Meeting and to send a copy to his family.


The Moderator recognized Edward Hand, Precinct G, who offered the following resolution in honor of the passing of Arshag Merguerian, to wit:



RESOLUTION IN MEMORY OF ARSHAG MERGUERIAN

WHEREAS:
With the death of Arshag Merguerian on November 8, 2006 the Town of Wellesley lost a dedicated, unique, and humble civic leader;

WHEREAS:
In addition to managing his own architectural practice he contributed greatly to enhanced aesthetics and preservation in the Town of Wellesley. His architectural background and commitment to good design proved valuable assets to his civic roles on the Wellesley Design Review Board from the Board’s inception in 1978 to 2006 and on the Wellesley Historic District Commission from the Commission’s inception in 1980 to 2006;

WHEREAS:
His contributions and recommendations have bettered great structures, landscapes, homes, churches, commercial areas, signs, and municipal buildings throughout Wellesley, one building and one review at a time;

WHEREAS:
Throughout his twenty-seven year tenure, he promoted the construction, renovation, preservation and protection of distinctive characteristics of buildings and places significant to the past, present, and future of the Town;

WHEREAS:
He was an inspiration to all with whom he came in contact in terms of his strength and spirit, as well as his understanding of character, design, and architecture;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that this Town Meeting, acting on behalf of all 

the citizens of Wellesley, expresses sorrow at Arshag’s passing and appreciation for his dedication to the Town and further that the Town Clerk be instructed to record this RESOLUTION in the minutes of this Town Meeting, and to send copies to his wife and children.


The Town Meeting unanimously adopted the foregoing resolutions and observed a moment of silence.


The Moderator recognized Salvatore DeFazio III, Precinct F, who offered the following resolution in honor of the 125th Anniversary of the founding of the Town of Wellesley, to wit:

WHEREAS, Wellesley was incorporated as a Town by the State Legislature and signed by the Governor on April 6, 1881, and

WHEREAS, the action of successful incorporation was the result of one hundred and ten years of previous attempts to separate from the Town of Needham, and

WHEREAS, this new town was named in honor of Isabella Pratt Wells, wife of the generous benefactor and town leader, Horatio Hollis Hunnewell,

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED THAT, 
We, the elected members of this one hundred and twenty sixth Annual Town Meeting recognize and acknowledge that April 6, 2006 is the glorious birthday of our great town, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT,

We recognize and salute the efforts of previous town meetings who responded to the desires and needs of the townspeople to build Wellesley into the pre-eminent community that it is, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT,

We acknowledge the generous spirit of volunteers in this town who continue to work for good government, protecting and preserving the natural beauties of our town and strengthening our schools, libraries and other services for the good of all its citizens, and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED THAT,

The Town Clerk be directed to record this action in the report for this Annual Town Meeting.


Mr. DeFazio further announced that birthday celebrations will be held beginning with an interfaith service on April 5, a reception on April 6, and will continue with varied programming throughout the year.


The Resolution was unanimously adopted.

The reports of the following boards and committees were received and filed with the Town Clerk: Advisory Committee, Planning Board, and Community Preservation Committee.

Susan Hurwitz, Chairman of the Advisory Committee reported on the general process of the Advisory Committee and the overview picture of Town finances.

Harriet Warshaw, Chairman of the Board of Selectmen, introduced the FY 2007 Town Wide Financial Plan as required under Town of Wellesley Bylaw Article 19 section 16.  Hans Larsen, Executive Director presented an oral report on the Town Wide Financial Plan.


At 9:05 pm the Moderator declared a recess. The meeting reconvened at 9:35 pm.

An adjourned session of the Annual Town meeting from March 27, 2006 was held this evening at the Wellesley High School Auditorium, 50 Rice Street.  The Moderator, Heather B. Sawitsky, called the meeting to order at 7:44 P.M.  The Moderator declared a quorum present.

An adjourned session of the Annual Town meeting from March 28, 2006 was held this evening at the Wellesley High School Auditorium, 50 Rice Street.  The Moderator, Heather B. Sawitsky, called the meeting to order at 7:45 p.m.  The Moderator declared a quorum present.


The meeting was held under the provisions of Chapter 202 of the Acts of 1932 as amended.  The checklist of Town Meeting Members showed there were 209 members present.  Only 121 were needed for a quorum.  


The duly elected Town Meeting Members were segregated from the other voters of the Town by occupying the assigned rows of the hall, and were in the charge of a detail of police.      2. To the Wellesley Housing Development Corporation, the amount of $10,500 to engage a consultant to develop a monitoring system for the Town’s affordable housing stock, said appropriation to be funded entirely from the Community Preservation Fund Community Housing Reserve; and

     3. To the Wellesley Housing Authority, the amount of $25,000 to engage a consultant to determine the costs of repairing damaged and unoccupied units at the Authority’s Linden Street property and to determine the costs of constructing eight new one-bedroom units at its Barton Road property, including a study of the feasibility of state and/or private funding for such projects and, if deemed feasible, the preparation of financing and development plans, said appropriation to be funded (i) by $2,942 being taken from the Community Preservation Fund Community Housing Reserve, and (ii) by the remaining $22,058 being taken from unreserved balances on hand in the Community Preservation Fund.

B. For Open Space and Recreation Purposes:

     To the Department of Public Works, the amount of $250,000 for the acquisition of a pond weed harvester and accessory equipment as part of the capital expenditures program for the first year of the Morses Pond Management Plan, said appropriation to be funded (i) by $125,000 being taken from the Community Preservation Fund Open Space Reserve, and (ii) by the remaining $125,000 being taken from unreserved balances on hand in the Community Preservation Fund.

C. For Administrative Expenses of the Community Preservation Committee:

     To the Community Preservation Committee, the amount of $50,000 to be expended for any permissible administrative purpose under the Community Preservation Act, said appropriation to be funded entirely from unreserved balances on hand in the Community Preservation Fund;

And

II.  That the following respective amounts from the annual Community Preservation Fund revenues received for fiscal year 2006 be reserved for the following community preservation categories:

                        Open Space (excluding Recreation)                  $ 138,442

                        Historic Resources                                             $ 138,442

                        Community Housing                                          $ 138,442

and (i) in the case of the Open Space Reserve and Historic Reserve categories, such reserved amounts shall be for future appropriation, and (i) in the case of the Community Housing Reserve category, such reserved amount shall be made available to fund the current Community Housing appropriations authorized under paragraphs A.1 through A.3 of Part I of this Motion.

To see if the Town will vote to accept Section 18 of Chapter 32B of the General Laws, the effect of which would be to require that all Town retirees, their spouses and dependents who are enrolled in or eligible to be enrolled in Medicare Part A at no cost to them, their spouse or dependents, enroll in a Medicare health benefits supplement plan offered by the Town; or take any other action relative thereto.

Katherine Babson, Precinct E, member of the Board of Selectmen, offered the following motion which was

VOTED, by declared voice vote, that the Town hereby accepts Section 18 of Chapter 32B of the General Laws.

ARTICLE 30.  To see if the Town will vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to petition the General Court for Home Rule legislation authorizing the Town to raise and appropriate, or otherwise provide, money to pre-fund some portion of the Town’s liability for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions (OPEB) through a temporary levy limit override or exclusion, or such other funding approach as the Town should choose; provided that said funding shall be contingent upon the passage of a referendum question under Section 21C of Chapter 59 of the General Laws authorizing said appropriation to be raised in excess of the Proposition 2 ½ limits; or take any other action relative thereto.

Katherine Babson, Precinct E, member of the Board of Selectmen, offered the following motion which was

VOTED, by declared voice vote, that the Town vote to authorize the Board of Selectmen to petition the General Court for special Home Rule Legislation authorizing the Town to assess taxes in excess of the levy limitation for purposes of funding the Town of Wellesley Group Insurance Liability Fund as established under Chapter 88 of the Acts of 2004, provided that said funding shall be contingent upon passage of a referendum question under Section 21C of Chapter 59 of the General Laws, or said special legislation or any other enabling authority. 

ARTICLE 31.  To see what action the Town will take on the report of the committee appointed to study the disposition of the Kepes Panels; to raise and appropriate, or otherwise provide, a sum of money in connection therewith; or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 33.  To see if the Town will vote to amend the Zoning Bylaws and the Zoning Map by establishing as a Business District land now in part within a Business District, in part within an Industrial District and in part with in a General Residence, the land shown on Assessors Sheet 123, Lot 56 known as 139 Linden Street and further described in a deed recorded in the Norfolk County Registry of Deeds at Book: 8186, Page: 611. Said lot containing 17,646 square feet of land; or take any other action relative thereto.

To see if the Town will vote to accept as a public way (without betterments) the following street as laid out by the Board of Selectmen: Stonefield Lane, as shown on a plan on file in the Office of the Town Clerk entitled "Stonefield Lane Street Acceptance Plan" drawn by GLM Engineering Consultants, Inc., dated June 8, 2005; to raise and appropriate money therefor, or take any other action relative thereto.

Vincent Juliani, Precinct A, member of the Board of Selectmen, offered the following motion which was


VOTED, by declared voice vote, that the Town vote to accept as a public way (without betterments) Stonefield Lane as laid out by the Board of Selectmen and shown on a plan on file in the Office of the Town Clerk entitled "Stonefield Lane Street Acceptance Plan" drawn by GLM Engineering Consultants, Inc., dated June 8, 2005.


ARTICLE 35.  To see if the Town will vote to accept as a public way (with betterments) the following street as laid out by the Board of Selectmen: Partridge Road, as shown on a plan on file in the Office of the Town Clerk entitled "Partridge Road Street Acceptance Plan" drawn by Stephen S. Fader, Town Engineer, dated December 29, 2005; to raise and appropriate money therefor, or take any other action relative thereto.


William Mone, Town Meeting Member Precinct E, offered the following motion and introduced  Johann van der Wal, homeowner at 15 Partridge Road, who spoke in support of the motion, which FAILED by declared voice vote.


That the Town vote to accept as a public way (with betterments) Partridge Road as laid out by the Board of Selectmen and shown on a plan on file in the Office of the Town Clerk entitled "Partridge Road Street Acceptance Plan" drawn by Stephen S. Fader, Town Engineer, dated December 29, 2005; 


That the sum of $96,000 (Ninety-six thousand dollars) be appropriated to the Board of Selectmen for construction of Partridge Road or widening thereof, including the cost of pavement and resurfacing and for the construction, reconstruction, or expansion of water mains and other related costs;


That to meet this appropriation the Treasurer with the approval of the Board of Selectmen is authorized to borrow $96,000 (Ninety-six thousand dollars) under G.L. Chapter 44 or any other enabling authority; and that the Board of Selectmen is authorized to take any other action necessary to carry out this project.

ARTICLE 37.  To see if the Town will vote to amend the Town Bylaws, Article 49. Police Regulations, Section 49.5, Ice and Snow on Streets., to clarify that it is impermissible to plow or shovel, lay, throw or place, or cause to be laid, thrown or placed (either by one’s own action or by the actions of a plowing contractor or other agent) any ice or snow on any street or sidewalk in the Town; or take any other action relative thereto.


William Charlton, Precinct B, Chairman of the Board of Public works offered and spoke in support of  the following motion, which was 


VOTED, by declared voice vote, that the Town Bylaws, Article 49 Police Regulations Section 49.5 Ice and Snow on Streets be amended by striking Section 49.5 Ice and Snow on Streets and by substituting the following:

Section 49.5 Ice and Snow on Streets.  No person shall plow or shovel, lay, throw or place, or cause to be laid, thrown or placed (either by one’s own action or by the actions of a plowing contractor or other agent) any ice or snow on any street or sidewalk in the Town which has been cleared or plowed for travel.


ARTICLE 38.  To see if the Town will vote to increase the membership on the Historical Commission from the present five to seven members by amending the Town Bylaws, Article 17. Historical Commission, Section 17.1, Membership. by striking the word “five” and substituting therefor the word “seven” so that said Section shall read as follows: “The Town shall have an Historical Commission consisting of seven residents appointed by the Selectmen.”; or take any other action relative thereto.


Vincent Juliani, Precinct A, member of the Board of Selectmen, offered and spoke in support of the following motion, which was 


VOTED, unanimously, that the Town Bylaws, Article 17. Historical Commission, Section 17.1, Membership be amended by striking the word “five” and substituting therefor the word “seven” so that said Section shall read as follows: “The Town shall have an Historical Commission consisting of seven residents appointed by the Selectmen.”

ARTICLE 40.  To see if the Town will vote to reduce the number of Library Trustees from the present 6 to 5, by amending the Town Bylaws, Article 36. Board of Trustees of the Wellesley Free Library, Section 36.1., Membership., by striking the word “six” and substituting therefor the word “five” so that said Section shall read as follows: “The Town shall have an elected Board of Trustees of the Wellesley Free Library consisting of five residents.”; and to authorize the Board of Selectmen and said Board of Trustees to petition the General Court for Home Rule legislation authorizing the same; or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 41.  To see if the Town will vote to authorize an associate membership position on the Natural Resources Commission and to set the term of said position by amending the Town Bylaws, Article 43.  Natural Resources Commission, as follows:

1. Section 43.2. Membership., by adding to the end of the first sentence the following: “and an associate member who shall be a resident appointed by the Board of Selectmen and Natural Resources Commission in joint session.”;

2. Section 43.3. Term., by adding to the end of the first sentence the following: “The term of office of the associate member shall be two years.”; 

or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 42. To see if the Town will vote to further regulate the preparation and/or retail sale of food or beverage by amending the Town Bylaws, Article 49. Police Regulations, by adding a new Section 49.2C Preparation and/or retail sale of food or beverage. to read substantially as follows:

49.2C Preparation and/or retail sale of food or beverage.
(a) Unless otherwise licensed as a common victualler, no retail business establishment shall prepare and/or sell prepared food or beverage for “take out” unless the Board of Selectmen, upon such terms and condition as it may deem appropriate, has granted to the owner and/or operator of such retail business establishment a license under this bylaw.

(b) The Board of Selectmen may adopt rules and regulations to govern the administration of the licensing process, and in so doing may impose such terms and conditions upon granting such license as it may consider to be appropriate.
and to authorize the Board of Selectmen to petition the General Court for Home Rule legislation authorizing the same, should said legislation be deemed necessary; or take any other action relative thereto.


Vincent Juliani, Precinct A, member of the Board of Selectmen, offered and spoke in support of the following motion, which was 


VOTED, by declared voice vote, which was challenged by 7 or more members, and confirmed by a standing counted vote of 120 yes, 49 no, none abstaining, that the Town Bylaws, Article 49. Police Regulations, be amended by adding a new Section 49.2C Preparation and/or retail sale of food or beverage. to read as follows:


49.2C Preparation and/or retail sale of food or beverage.

(a) The Board of Selectmen may grant licenses to persons whose principal business is to prepare and sell food or beverage at retail who are not otherwise licensed as a common victualler. No person who is eligible for such license shall conduct said business without being so licensed. This bylaw shall not require the Selectmen to grant said license if, in their opinion, the public good does not require it. For these purposes, in determining whether the public good is served, the Selectmen shall ascertain whether the traveling public will be inconvenienced in its use of the public ways and sidewalks, whether the business has sufficient parking, and whether the public safety is protected. A fee of $50.00 shall be charged for said license.


(b) The Board of Selectmen may adopt rules and regulations to govern the administration of the licensing process, and in doing so may impose such terms and conditions upon granting such license as it may consider to be appropriate.

Provided, any person conducting said principal business as of the day this bylaw takes effect may continue to do so for up to 90 days, by the end of which time said business shall be discontinued unless a license has by then been issued. In entertaining an application the Selectmen shall apply the standards set forth in Bylaw 49.2C insofar as is practicable considering that the applicant has been operating prior to the Town enacting said bylaw.

ARTICLE 43.  To see what action the Town will take on the authorized and unissued loans including those identified in the list of same on file in the offices of the Board of Selectmen and Town Clerk; or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 44.  To see if the Town will vote, as authorized by Section 9 of Chapter 258 of the General Laws, to indemnify Town Board members, officers, officials and employees from personal financial loss and expenses, including legal fees and costs, if any, in an amount not to exceed one million dollars, arising out of any claim, action, award, compromise, settlement or judgment by reason of an intentional tort, or by reason of any act or omission which constitutes a violation of the civil rights of any person under any federal or state law, if such employee or official is acting within the scope of his official duties or employment; and to raise and appropriate or otherwise provide money; or take any other action relative thereto.

ARTICLE 47.  To see what sum of money the Town will authorize the Board of Selectmen to pay in settlement of claims, actions and proceedings against the Town; to raise and appropriate or otherwise provide monies therefor; or take any other action relative thereto.


No motion offered.


ARTICLE 48.  To see what action the Town will take to authorize the disposal of tangible Town property having a value in excess of $10,000; or take any other action relative thereto.


No motion offered.
