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Stetement of Faels

The house involved which was built in 1929, prior %o the ensetment .
of the Zoning By-law reguiring s twenty-foot side yard, is loeated within a
3ingle Residence Distriet requiring a minimum lot area of 10,000 squére feet.

The petitioners seek permission to construct an addition in the degign
of a bay window sres which will provide an eating ares in the kitchem. The
addition is designed to extend out approximetely three feet snd then angle
inward sway {rom the boundary line approximately four feet. The width of the
bay ares will be 11.7' where it joins the wall of the house and 8'6" at the
cutside well, and will be 11.9' from the side lot line. It was pointed out that
the existing house is only 11.3' from the same lot line 2% the nesrest point,
The petitioners explained thal the kitchen is very small snd that the proposed
addition will provide a much needed eating ares, if allowed,

A plot plan was submitted, drawn by MacCarthy & Sulliven Engineering,
Ine., dated December 29, 1976, which showed the existing house on the lot as
well as the proposed addition.

Deeision

The facts in this esse sstisfy the conditions set forth in Seetion
¥IX of the Zoning By-law on which the Bosrd's authority depends to grant a
special exeeption from the applicetion of the side yard resirictions of the
Zoning By-law, The house was built prior to the enactment of the yard require-
ment of twenmty feet and was held of record on April 1, 1940, under a seperate
and distinet ownership from adjacent lots. The lot contains 7,985 sguare feet
and is rectengulsr in shape 80' x approximately 100!, with the existing house
only 11.3' from the northerly side lot line at the rear corner snd 12.9' from
the same line at the front corner.

Due to the placement of the house an the lot and the room
arvangement, it is the opinlon of this Board, that it would not be poesible
to construction an addition which would provide the space needed for an
eating area without encroaching imto t e required side ysrd. Compliance,
therefore, with the yard restrictions is impractliceble because of the width
and shape of the lot.
