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ZBA 97-25
Petition of Dana Hall School
82 Grove Street

Pursuant to due notice, the Special Permit Granting Authority held a Public Hearing on
Thursday, April 24, 1997 at 8 p.m. in the Selectmen’s Meeting Room (Conference Room B)
at the Town Hall, 525 Washington Street, Wellesley, on the petition of DANA HALL
SCHOOL requesting a Special Permit pursuant to the provisions of Section II A 8 (2) and
Section XXV of the Zoning Bylaw to allow the premises at 82 GROVE STREET, in an
Educational District, to be used as a two-family dwelling, a use not allowed by right in said
district.

On April 7, 1997, the petitioner filed a request for a hearing before this Authority, and
thereafter, due notice of the hearing was given by mailing and publication.

Presenting the case at the hearing was Tom Greenlaw, Dana Hall School Business Manager,
who was accompanied by Mat Wilkinson, Facilities Manager at Dana Hall. Mr. Greenlaw
said that Dana Hall would like to convert the building known as "Park Place" at 82 Grove
Street on the Dana Hall campus in an Educational District, to a two-family house for on-
campus faculty. The property is abutted by the school on three sides and by the Brook Path
on the fourth side. Dana Hall has a critical need to provide additional living space for the
faculty.

Mr. Greenlaw said that the building has 3,488 square feet. They have checked with the
Building Department as to how to convert the space in regard to the Building Code. In the
past, the building has been used as a dorm and as a two-family dwelling. The building is
currently used as a single-family dwelling.

The Board noted that the decision should contain language about adhering to all applicable
building codes.

No other person present had any comment on the petition.

Statement of Facts
The subject property is located at 82 Grove Street, in an Educational District, on the Dana
Hall campus. The property is bounded on the front by Grove Street, on the right by

Hampden Street, at the rear by Dana Hall property and on the left by the Brook Path
designated as Town of Wellesley Parkland.
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The subject premises was used as a dormitory from 1909 to 1989 to house Dana Hall
students living on campus. Since 1990, the building has been used as faculty housing. The
building has parking spaces for two vehicles. Additional parking for two more vehicles will
be added during renovation of the premises.

This Authority has made a careful study of the materials submitted and the information
presented at the hearing. It is the opinion of this Authority that the change of use of the
premises at 82 Grove Street from its current use as a single family dwelling to a two-family
dwelling will not disturb or disrupt the customary character of the neighborhood, and will be
in keeping with the intent and purpose of the Zoning Bylaw.

1t is the opinion of this Authority that, as the premises are owned by Dana Hall and are
located on the Dana Hall campus, in an Educational District rather than in a Single
Residence District, the Special Permit can be granted on a nonrenewable basis.

Therefore, the Special Permit is granted, as voted unanimously by this Authority at the
Public Hearing, subject to the following conditions:

1. All renovations must comply with all State and local building codes, as well as all State
and local Fire Safety regulations.

2. All parking related to the two-family dwelling must be on the premises or in a Dana Hall
School parking lot, and no vehicles relating to the two-family use shall be parked on Grove
Street or Hampden Street.

The Inspector of Buildings is hereby authorized to issue a permit for the renovation upon
receipt and approval of an building application and detailed construction plans.
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
