Chairman Broder brought the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.
Item 1
Russ Walter of Anchor Sign presented an application for two awnings, one with a sign on the valance, to be installed at Unleashed by Petco’s 165 Linden Street location.  The awnings will be constructed of a brown, fade-resistant, sunbrella fabric.  The left-side awning will have a logo, matching the logo on the existing wall sign, centered on the valance.  The Board voted 4-0 to recommend approval of the proposed awnings and sign as presented.
Item 2
The Board discussed the Site Plan Review application submitted to the ZBA by National Development for the proposed residential and commercial project at 27 Washington Street.  Mr. Law discussed the proposed landscape design with the Board and the Board agreed to recommend the ZBA approve the proposal with the following conditions:
1. Consider the use of an automated gate to prohibit vehicles travelling the wrong-way to exit the site through the curb cut connecting to the Town-owned right-of-way on the east side of the property.

2. The submitted plans should be revised to indicate the location of future trail/path connections, specifically within the northwest corner of the property.

3. The vehicular entrance to the site from the Town-owned right-of-way (on the east side of the property) and the main entrance to the parking field (on the west side of the property) should be aligned.

4. The use of stone dust (stabilized aggregate) on pedestrian paths should be eliminated. The applicant/developer should consider paving these paths, especially in sloped areas. 

Item 3

Shahla Whitmore presented an application for a wall sign to be located at her 267 Washington Street business.  Mr. Broder asked whether the sign could be widened to extend to both sides of the window.  Mr. Parsons explained that the size of the sign is limited to 10% of the façade area.  Mr. Law felt the color of the sign will blend in so much with the color of the façade that the sign might not be highly visible.  The Board voted 4-0 to recommend approval of the sign with permission to widen the sign as long as its ultimate size complies with the requirements of the Zoning Bylaw.
Item 4
The Board approved the Minutes of 3/10/10.
The Board adjourned at approximately 8:30 pm.
